I.    Introduction:   Elijah was a great prophet of God … One of my personal heros!
II. Tell Stories of his ministry
a. Prophecy to King Ahab (who had married Jezebel) of drought

b. Fed by ravens

c. Fed by Widow The barrel of meal and cruse of oil did not fail!

d. Resurrection of the Widow’s son. 

e. The showing of himself to Obadiah who had hid 100 men in 2 caves from Jezebel and his word that he would show himself to AHAB.  Then the Contest on Mt. Caramel

f. The prayer for rain (It FLOODED)

III.     READ I Kings 19:4  “But he himself went a day’s journey into the wilderness, 

          and came and sat down under a juniper tree: and he requested for himself that  

         he might die; and said, It is enough; now, O Lord, take away my life; for I am not 

         better than my fathers.”

         READ & Study  I Kings 19:8 – 18

a. Emphasize that Elijah thought that “I, even I only, am left; and they seek 

      my life, to take it away.”   
b. God was in the “still small voice”.  He was in the AMAZING events in 

      Elijah’s life, but He is ALSO in the less spectacular events … He is 

      ALWAYS involved in your life! 

c. God has MORE work to be done … go do it … Anoint Jehu king and choose Elisha to be prophet “in thy room”

d. God has 7,000 that have not bowed to Baal or kissed him!
III.     Conclusion:   Look back over your life for just a moment.  Do you see how 

         God has brought you through some very trying times?  He is still with you 

          today.  Don’t be discouraged!  There are others who are worshipping Him 

          (right here at LIBERTY) … will you?   There is STILL work to be done!
